THINGS YOU MIGHT NOT KNOW ABOUT SPENCER RESCUE: 

  We are licensed to provide care at the Advanced Life Support level.  This means we are staffed 
 24/7 with very dedicated and qualified paramedics and emergency medical technicians. 

  The average experience level of our paramedics is over 13 years! 

  Spencer Rescue Squad responded to over 1,600 emergency medical calls last year. 

  We are a private, not-for-profit corporation managed by an unpaid Board of Directors. 

  We offer CPR and First Aid training  at our facility located at 6 Bixby Road in Spencer. 

  Spencer Rescue Squad has been providing emergency medical services to the Town of Spencer 
 since July 14, 1959.  Last year we signed a contract with the Town of Spencer to continue to 
 provide our services to the residents. 

 Spencer Rescue Squad was recently awarded a grant to purchase 2 automated CPR devices through         
 the Promoting Community Development and Tourism grant program from the Commonwealth of 
 Massachusetts.  We will be the first ambulance service in our area to have such devices! 

 Starting this fall we will be offering informational sessions covering various medical topics.  
 These sessions will be free of charge and open to the public.  Check out our website for dates and 
 times (www.spencerems.org).
